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� HOURS: 
All camps begin at 9:00 am and end 
at 4:00 pm. 
 
� SUPERVISION: 
Students WILL NOT be supervised 
before 8:30 am or after 4:30 pm. 
 
� DROP OFF / PICK UP: 
Students are to be dropped off and 
picked up in the “game room” which 
is the same room that you check in 
on Monday morning.

The average day is divided into two 
morning sessions and two afternoon 
sessions with a morning and after-
noon break and an hour lunch 
break.  Each camp is structured in 
it’s own unique way with sessions 
focusing on such things as technique 
development, scales, sight reading, 
All State repertoire, learning new lit-
erature, ensemble playing, etc.

A “school-type” lunch will be pro-
vided—pending government funding.

for students who have never played the piano or key-
board , or who have had minimal training, but should be 
able to read music 
• Rock / Garage Band 
for student vocalists, or those who play guitar, bass, 
drums, keyboard or percussion.  Students will audition 
for admission and placement into one of several bands / 
ensembles.  Students who do not pass the audition re-
quirements will receive suggestions for improvement and 
may audition next summer. Students should be able to 
read music / chords and scales.  Auditions will take place 
on 6/23, 6/24 & 6/25 with results posted by 7/4.  A spe-
cial “Rock the House” Concert for this camp will take 
place 7/17 at 6:00pm 

All music camps are designed for students who 
have completed at least one year of band or or-
chestra (and can read music) unless otherwise 
specified.
